Public hearings 

745 PM : Pursuant to MGL ch 131 s 40 as amended there will be a continued public hearing on a Request for a Determination by Mass DOT for the reclamation of a 6.9 mile section of I 190 inclusive of the ramps at Routes 12 and 140. 

William Clougherty and oriented the commission to the work and the relation to the wetland resource area.  He noted the exemption criteria for the buffer zone work.  However there was some brush clearing that was scheduled along the projects which was pointed out to the commission.  SM moved to issue a negative 3 determination. DM seconded and the commission voted unanimously.
7:55 PM : In accordance with MGL ch 131 s 40 as amended, there will be a Public Hearing on a storm water permit for New England Power off 26 Pratts junction Road.

Michael Mullaney represented National Grid for the storm water permit. The Commission examined the proposal and reviewed both the storm water by-laws and the Zone II aquifer protection by law. There was some discussion as to the type of oil/water separation. It was decided that the applicant be placed on notice that if the oil water separator was not maintained or malfunction there would be fines levied if it does not work.  The Commission carefully reviewed and discussed the applicable by-laws.  Mr. Curtin moved to approve with the addition of the oil and water separator. Ms. Valentine seconded There was no vote on the motion. Mr Curtin revised the motion to approve the permit subject to the installation a stormceptor like unit or equivalent. Mr. Pineo moved to accept the revision to the motion. Mr. Mosley seconded and the commission voted unanimously.  Mr .Michalak Seconded  the revised motion and the commission voted unanimously to approve.
 8:00 PM : Pursuant to MGL ch 131 s 40 as amended there will be a continued public hearing on a Notice of Intent by Linda Oetman for the redevelopment of a single family house lot at 43 Lakeshore Dr
Anthony Cleaves  representing the applicant appeared before the commission.  Ms Valentine reviewed some of the issues. The issue of the ZBA was also discussed. Mr.  Curtin reviewed the existing site conditions. Ms Valentine reviewed concerns from the last meeting which was the manner of the construction of the retaining wall. There was a concern about the nature of the determination of the shore line. 
The applicant expressed concern that they have been on the lake for 22 years and has been working towards environmental concerns. 

The Commission and the applicant agreed to move the wall back five feet and to add a grass swale at the easement.  Motion t issue and Order of Conditions based on the site plan with an agreed revision to move the wall back five feet from the water. Mr. Mosley seconded and the commission voted unanimously.
